During the early 17th century, the Oneidas occupied and
maintained roughly 6 million acres of land in what is modern
day central New York State.

Under Chief Skenandon's leadership, the Oneidas brought bushels of maize to General George
Washington's starving Patriot army.

Polly Cooper was an Oneida woman who traveled to Valley Forge in 1777 during the American
Revolution. Cooper showed Washington's people how to properly cook and eat the corn.
Washington's intentions were to pay cash to Cooper for her generosity, but she refused to accept
compensation because she said it was her duty to serve her country.
