They both enrolled in TCU. And in 1947, they married 

in Fort Stockton and began an amazing married life, 

which would last 73 years. Their journey took them 

from West Texas to New Mexico and North Dakota, 

before returning to Midland to raise their family of  
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Dorothy Lynn Butler Truitt 

three boys and a girl. Dorothy was a member of the 

First Christian Church, active in Boy Scouts and Girl 

Scouts, the PTA, a hospital volunteer, and a Demolay 

mom. In 1973, the focus shifted to Fort Worth when 

Bob's job with Texas Electric led to a transfer to Fort 

Worth. A talented and skillful artist, Dorothy often 

credited her love of painting to her grandmother, Mary 

Butler, a noted early Midland artist.
