NAME the 14th State of the United States?  

NAME the State that wished to be the 14th State...but 

never did become a State? 

The 14th State to enter the Union was Vermont. It was 

admitted on March 4, 1791.  

In 1784, after the new nation won its independence, John 

Sevier became the governor of what some thought might 

become the 14th state in the United States of America. 

The STATE OF FRANKLIN was in the westerly por-

tion of the colonial state of North Carolina. North Caro-

lina tried to cede the territory to the Federal government 

due to reasons having to do with taxation and trouble 

with the cost of defending the remote area.  

Congress did not accept the territory, but some citizens, 

among them, John Sevier, saw the benefit to the area be-

coming independent from North Carolina. North Caroli-

na wasn’t on board with that idea and there were a few 

small battles. John Sevier was elected governor of The 

STATE OF FRANKLIN, named for Benjamin Franklin, 

although Ben Franklin was in France at the time and re-

sponded to John Sevier’s letter asking for support of the 

state, by writing back…  

“I am too little acquainted with the circumstances to be 

able to offer you anything just now that may be of im-

portance, since everything material that regards your wel-

fare will doubtless have occurred to yourselves.” 

Ben concluded with a statesman like paragraph. “I will 

endeavor to inform myself more perfectly of your affairs 

by inquiry and searching the records of Congress and if

you, you shall hear from me thereupon.” (Franklin’s letter 

to Governor John Sevier, 1787) 

The STATE of FRANKLIN as the 14th state, was not to be. 

Sevier was then elected as Representative of North Caroli-

na’s 5th District. Soon after, North Carolina ceded again the 

region in the west. Franklin became part of Eastern Tennes-

see by 1796. John Sevier then became the first Governor of 

the new state of Tennessee. He also was elected as Tennes-

see’s representative to Congress for several terms.  
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Van Zandt Cottage 
Michael E. Patterson, a former officer of the Tarrant 

County Historical Society and a friend to a number of us, 

located these two old photos of the Maj. K.M. Van Zandt 

Cabin/Cottage. The cabin is pictured in Photo #1 prior 

to it being moved and restored. In Photo #2, the fire-

place is pictured as it was during the move and the resto-

ration. Photo #3 is how the Cottage looks today. 

The Cottage was built in the 1860s on the Stage Road to 

Weatherford, and was a haven to generations of travelers 

during Trinity River floods. The cabin is the only struc-

ture of its type in the City of Fort Worth that is still in its 

original location . 

The Cottage was restored by the State of Texas during 

the Texas Centennial of 1936.

AUDIE LEON MURPHY 

JUNE 20, 1924          MAY 28, 1971 

On the morning of July 9, 1942, nineteen days after his 

eighteenth birthday, Audie Murphy left home in Farm-

ersville, Texas, hitchhiked to Greenville where he caught 

a bus to Dallas, and enlisted in the U.S. Army. In July 

1945, he returned to Farmersville as the most decorated 

hero in America’s history. Audie was awarded every med-

al for valor our country gives, including the Congression-

al Medal of Honor. 

MEDAL OF HONOR CITATION 

Rank & Organization: Second Lieutenant, U.S. Army, 

Company B, 15th Infantry, 3d Infantry Division 

Place & Date: Near Holtzwihr, France, 26 January 1945 

Entered Service: Dallas, Texas 

Birth: Hunt County, near Kingston, Texas 

G.O. No. 65, 9 August 1945 

Citation: 2d Lt. Murphy commanded Company B, which 

was attacked by 6 tanks and waves of infantry. 2d Lt. 

Murphy ordered his men to withdraw to prepared posi-

tions in a woods, while he remained forward at his com-

mand post and continued to give fire directions to the 

artillery by telephone. Behind him, to his right, 1 of our 

tank destroyers received a direct hit and began to burn. 

Its crew withdrew to the woods. 2d Lt. Murphy contin-

ued to direct artillery fire which killed large numbers of 

the advancing enemy infantry. With the enemy tanks 

abreast of his position, 2d Lt. Murphy climbed on the 

burning tank destroyer, which was in danger of blowing 

up at any moment, and employed its .50 caliber machine 

gun against the enemy. He was alone and exposed to 

German fire from 3 sides, but his deadly fire killed doz-

ens of Germans and caused their infantry attack to waver. 

The enemy tanks, losing infantry support, began to fall 

back. 

For an hour the Germans tried every available weapon to 

eliminate 2d Lt. Murphy, but he continued to hold his 

position and wiped out a squad which was trying to creep 

up unnoticed on his right flank. Germans reached as 

close as 10 yards, only to be mowed down by his fire. He 

received a leg wound, but ignored it and continued the 

single-handed fight until his ammunition was exhausted. 

He then made his way to his company, refused medical 

attention, and organized his company in a counterattack 

which forced the Germans to withdraw. His directing of 

artillery fire wiped out many of the enemy; he killed or 

wounded about 50. 2d Lt. Murphy’s indomitable courage 

and his refusal to give an inch of ground saved his com-

pany from possible encirclement and destruction, and 

enabled it to hold the woods which had been the enemy’s 

objective.
