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‘The “Treaty of Paris

The British defeat at Yorktown made the outcome of the
war all but certain. In light of the American victory, the
Parliament of Great Britain voted to end further military
operations against the rebels and to begin peace negotia-
tions. Support for the war effort had come to an end, and
British military forces began to evacuate the former
American colonies in 1782. When hostilities ended,
Washington resigned as commander in chief and returned

to his Virginia home.

In April 1782, Benjamin Franklin, John Adams, and John
Jay had begun informal peace negotiations in Paris. Offi-
cials from Great Britain and the United States finalized
the treaty in 1783, signing the Treaty of Paris on Sep-
tember 3rd of that year. The treaty recognized the inde-
pendence of the United States; placed the western, east-
ern, northern, and southern boundaries of the nation at
the Mississippi River, the Atlantic Ocean, Canada, and
Florida, respectively; and gave New Englanders fishing
rights in the waters off Newfoundland. Under the terms
of the treaty, individual states were encouraged to refrain

from persecuting Loyalists and to return their confiscated
property.
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For the British, the American Revolution was but one of
several conflicts taxing the resources of the British mili-
tary in 1783. Not only were the American colonists in
revolt, aided by Britain’s long-standing enemy, France,
but there were conflicts with the Spanish and Dutch and
a separate issue with the French as well. Diplomatic nego-
tiations known as the Peace of Paris saw the signing of
several treaties that put these conflicts to rest, at least for

the moment.

The Treaty of Paris, 1783, was the treaty that dealt specif-
ically with the American Revolution. John Adams, Benja-
min Franklin, and John Jay led the negotiations and
signed the treaty for the United States. David Hartley, a
member of the British Patrliament, signed as the repre-
sentative of King George III. The treaty laid out the
terms for peace between the United States and Great
Britain in ten straightforward articles. The French had
hoped to keep the Americans from signing a separate
treaty with the British. Keeping the British occupied with
a war against their own colonies was to the French ad-
vantage, as it tied up financial and military resources that
the British might use in a conflict with France. However,
the American negotiators realized that prolonging the war
was not in the best interests of their fledgling nation: it
drained them financially and cost lives. With this in mind,

the Americans made their separate peace.

Although the Treaty of Paris promised the best intentions
of both sides, in the end, it was just a piece of paper. It
signaled the end of the war and the beginning of a new
period of peace between the United States and Great
Britain, but the articles of the Treaty, particulatly those
that required the obedience of the states, were not always
followed. In addition, the British were slow in some cases
to actually move out of the areas they were to vacate and
the emotions that led to the persecution of Loyalists dut-
ing the war did not instantly subside. While the treaty ad-
dressed several issues, it failed to mention Indian tribes
which had fought on both sides and so had a stake in the
outcome of the war. Even the most important provision
of the treaty, that Britain would recognize the sovereignty
of the United States, would be imperfectly applied, lead-
ing to increasing British abuse of American shipping. The
perhaps inevitable conflict less than thirty years later was
known as the War of 1812,

In Article |, Bitain promised to recognize sovereignty of the Lhited
States listing each of the fommer colonies by name: New Hanp-
shire, Massachusetts Bay, Rhode Island and Providence Planta-
tions Connecticut, New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware,
Maryland, Mrginia, North Carolina, South Cardling, and Geargia. All
Bitish claims to the Lhited States were relinquished

The borders of the Lhited States as recognized by Great Bitain
were established The intention was particularly to define the bor-
ders between the Lhited States and thase North American colonies
still loyal to Bitain in Canada. This treaty did not deal with the
issue of Aorida, which was settled between Great Britain and Spain
in a separate treaty.

Asnakelll

Article Ill covered fishing rights; particularly the rights to fish the
Grand Banks off of Newfoundland and the Gulf of S. Lawrence. In
1783, they were inpoartant to the economy of Canada and New Eng-
land as well as Eirope.

AIaENV

Befare the Revalution, colonial merchants and planters were heav-
ily involved with British banking houses and merchants: This arti-
cle guaranteed the rights of people in both countries to collect
their debts Although the right to callect debts was recognized,
collecting international debts in 1783 was nat always easy ar even
possible.

ARIaeV

Aricle V was concermed with the rights of Bitish subjects and
Loyalists With Article V, the Lhited States promised that Congress
would meke an effort to encourage the various state legislatures
to protect the property rights of Bitish subjects and Loyalists who
had their property seized during the war. It is worth nating that
while this article promised that Congress would encourage the
legislatures to respect the property rights of Loyalists, nowhere in
the article does it actually guarantee that those property rights
would be respected In other words, Congress was bound by this
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treaty to bring the matter to the attention of the various legisla-
tures, but the legidlatures, in tum, were free to do asthey pleased

ArnaeM

This article continues with the issue of Loyalists who remained in
the Lhited States With this article, the Lhited States essentially
promised to protect Loyalists from further harassment, either by
having property seized or being charged with crimes. Further, any
Loyalist who was inprisoned at the time of the ratification of the
treaty would be inmediately released

ArnaeMl

Article Ml promised a tidy end to the war. The Bitish were to re-
nove their troops and property from the Uhited States as soon as
they could without any theft, including that of enslaved people that
“belonged” to the Arerican enslavers. All prisoners on bath sides
were to be released, and any documents or recards of inpartance
to Arericans that were in British hands were to be retumed

AmaeMil

Article Ml promised that bath Americans and Bitish subjects
would always be allowed to travel the full length of the Mssissippi
River, “..framits source to the ocean..” In 1783, the end of the Ms-
sissippi where it pours into the Guif of Mexico was well-known
However; the actual source was nat, to Americans and Europeans
alike. Not until 1806 would it be known that there definitely was no
Northwest Passage, and nat until 1832 would the area of the head-
waters of the Mssissippi River be discovered and explored by non-
Indians.

ARaEelX

Article IX promised that if any American territory fell into Bitish
hands, or Bitish territary fell into American hands during the Rev-
olution, the territory would be retumed to its proper owner without
any difficulties.

ARaeX

A ratification deadline of six months fromthe date of signing was
specified with this article.
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South Central District Meeting

The National Society of the Sons of the American Revo-
lution is divided into 15 districts, both domestically and
internationally. Each district is comprised of state socie-
ties. The size of a district is as small as two state societies

up to a maximum of six state societies.

Texas SAR is a member of the South Central District
(SCD), made up of the state societies of Arkansas, Kan-
sas, Missouri, Oklahoma, and Texas—often known by
the acronym “MOKAT.” SCD meetings are hosted by
sponsoring state societies in the following order: Arkan-
sas, Kansas, Missouri, Oklahoma, and Texas. The 2021
SCD meeting was sponsored by Texas and for this year

the rotation begins anew.

The SCD elects a Vice President General, which for the
last two years has been Larry Stevens, Texas Society
(2020-2022). The new Vice President General is Charles
McLemore, Arkansas Society (2022-2023). The Vice
President General position rotates with the sponsoring

state within the district.

The SCD Annual Meeting for 2022 just concluded in
Bentonville, Arkansas, on August 26 & 27 at the Double
Tree Suites by Hilton. Approximately 70 registrants at-
tended. The Color Guard was comprised of approximate-

ly 20 guardsmen from all five states.

The meeting kicked off on Friday afternoon with a Meet
the Candidates, followed by a National Officer Candidate
Forum. The Color Guard conducted a Flag Ceremony at
the front of the Hotel, the only district to do so. Presi-
dent General C. Bruce Pickette presented a Certificate of
Appreciation to the General Manager of the hotel. A Re-
ception and Cash Bar preceded the South Central District
Dinner. The Color Guard posted the colors before din-
ner, followed by the pledge to the U.S. Flag and the SAR
Pledge. State flag pledges were omitted. SCD Vice Presi-
dent General Charles McLemore (AR) welcomed every-
one and PG Pickette brought greetings. National officers
attending were Librarian General Fred Olive and Geneal-
ogist General Gary Green.

The evenings program was on the United States Marshals
Museum which is under construction in Fort Smith, Ar-
kansas, and plans to open in mid-2023.
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PG Pickette recognized all qualified attendees of the Vi-
etnam War Era by presenting each with the Vietnam Era
Veterans Lapel Pin. It appears that Texas is the only soci-
ety which has been active with this program. Since all of
the Texas veterans have already received the pin, none of

them were included in the photo.

The official passing of the gavel concluded the evenings
activities, although VPG McLemore was sworn in at

Congress.

The Saturday business meeting was called to order by
VPG McLemore at 9:00 am. Following the pledges, SCD
Secretary James Osbourn conducted a roll call of State
Societies and each Society President presented a report of
the activities of their society during the past year. At the
conclusion, PG Pickette requested more details on Texas’

new Mentor Program from President-Elect Sam Massey.

During new business, Tom Jackson (TX) presented a
motion that SCD supports an annual recognition of out-
standing JROTC/ROTC Instructors, active or retired,
with the awarding of a Silver Good Citizenship Medal.
The motion passed unanimously.

PG Pickette mentioned that a possible national dues in-
crease will be approved at the 2023 Congress which will
then take effect for the 2024 dues year. The amount is
thought to be in the $5 to $10 range.

Nominations and elections of various SCD officers was
followed by votes of support for the nomination of un-
contested and contested candidates for NSSAR officer

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You Never know when, where or
how You will bave the opportunity
to honor / recognize A veteran of the
‘Vietnam ‘War

On Monday morning, August 29th, my wife and I were
walking into the Bluebonnet Café in Marble Falls, Texas,
(a great place to eat breakfast). I spotted this man and his
wife also headed in the same direction. The hat (Vietnam
Veteran) caught my eye along with his “age range” which
told me this guy is a veteran of the War. I thought to my-
self this is a good opportunity to present him with the

commemorative Vietnam Veteran lapel pin.

I went back to the car, got one out of the glove box, and
walked back in. He and his wife were at a table not far
from us. I walked up to him, shook his hand, and asked if
he was a veteran (that’s the first thing you need to do).
He answered that he was in Vietnam in the 1967-1969
timeframe.

He had never received one of the lapel pins and I took
the opportunity to present him one on behalf of the
“Sons of the American Revolution.” I asked his wife to
take our photo together (that’s the second thing to do).
He took it from me, we chatted a bit about our shared
military experiences, and then he set down for breakfast
and my wife and 1, along with her two sisters did the
same thing. A few minutes later, he and his wife finished
their breakfast; he came over to us and showed me that
he already had the pin on his baseball cap. He thanked
me, we shook hands, and he was off for the day. Never
got his name although we both introduced ourselves to
each other (at 83 you don’t always remember everything
people tell you) and I will probably never see him again
but I am sure he will hang on to that lapel pin.

The Major K M Van Zandt chapter has been a
“participating partner’” with the Commemorative lapel
pin since about 2014 and have distributed lapel pins all
over North Texas and in some cases around the Country.
Many of our chapter members could tell a similar story to
this one which occurred on Monday morning, August
29th in Marble Falls, Texas, at a local breakfast restau-

rant.
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In October, I hope to have a new supply of lapel pins
which will be distributed to our chapter members with
the specific instructions to put them in the hands of a
Vietnam veteran who has never received one (all veterans
should get one—that’s the goal of the Lapel Pin Pro-
gram). The plan is for you to hand out one or two of
these pins to any veteran who served on active duty dut-
ing the Vietnam War era which runs from November 1st,
1955 to May 15, 1975 (remember that date range). Get a
photo, if you can, and get their name, if you can. Its
worth your time and effort. The plan is to do this over
the October-November time frame which, of course, will
include Veterans Day on 11/11/22 and then reportt your
results back at the November meeting.

At the August chapter meeting, Vice President District 5
Ron Turner presented a proposal for the chapter to have
a challenge coin struck that represents our chapter in the

SAR. We can use a challenge coin in several ways:

1) a revenue source to build chapter funds
(initially, the ROI is expected to be 1 1/2 times
what the investment cost is)

2) accompany SAR awards to first responders,

heroism, and lifesaving awardees, etc.

3) thank you gift to outside program presenters,

along with a certificate

4) available to chapter president to distribute as
he deems appropriate

5) ideal way to publicize our chapter and the
SAR to non-SAR persons

The membership approved a motion that we proceed
with this project with an initial minimum purchase of 100

coins.

Below are three examples of challenge coins from other
area chapters. Beginning on the left is East Fork-Trinity
Chapter, in the middle is Dallas Chapter, and on the right
is Arlington Chapter.

Our coin will be a 1 5/8” inch diameter 3D two sided

unlimited color coin struck in antique brass. Both the

Dallas and Arlington coins are 17 coins. the East Fork-
Trinity coin is 1 5/8" inches in diameter.
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So, VP Turner is initiating a contest among chapter
members for an appropriate design for our challenge
coin. Put your thinking caps on! Dust off your crea-
tive imagination! Develop your ideas! Submit your
design! It doesn't need to look professional - even a
simple, hand-drawn image will suffice. Just BE
ORIGINAL and be sure to clearly state all wording and
indicate the colors of the various components of your

design.
DEADLINE IS SEPTEMBER 17TH!!!

Send your designs via email to DVP Turner or bring
them to the chapter meeting on September 17. He will
form a judging committee after the deadline to select the
winning design. The owner of the winning design will be

the first recipient of the new challenge coin.
