When British General Lord Charles Cornwallis and his army surrendered to General George Washington’s 
American force and its French allies at the Battle of Yorktown on October 19, 1781, it was more than just a 
military win. The outcome in Yorktown, Virginia marked the conclusion of the last major battle of 
the American Revolution and the start of a new nation's independence. It also cemented Washington’s reputa-
tion as a great leader and eventual election as first president of the United States. In the painting above, Gen-
eral George Washington is looking away since it was not General Lord Cornwallis presenting his sword in 
surrender.
